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DESIGN

The Deign module is where 

images are prepared for print.

There are five easy steps to 

this:

1- Image Library

2- Photo Packs

3- Image Edit

4- Media Profile

5- Print Options

Not all steps are necessary. 



1- IMAGE LIBRARY
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Browse for image folders on 

your computer.

The system will scan and add 

their thumbnails to the library.

Add the library to your 

favourite list for easy and 

quick access.

List of file formats supported 

include TIFF, JPEG, PSD and 

PNG. All main colour spaces, 

RGB, CMYK , Lab and Grey 

are also supported. 



2- PHOTO PACKS
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Select from the list of single or 

multi photo pack templates 

available here.

Multi packs can contain many 

photo cells within them.

Each cell can contain the 

same or different images from 

the rest of cells.

To fill the cells with images 

simply select  from the  

thumbnails shown and drag & 

drop on to the selected cells.



3- IMAGE EDIT
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Images can be filled or fitted to 

the photo cells. 

Additional editing can be 

applied if needed. These 

include rotation, mirroring  etc.

By using the zoom and pan 

functions it is possible to mask 

out areas not wanted.

Editing can be applied to 

multiple cells simultaneously if 

required.



4- MEDIA PROFILE
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PermaJet Parachute system is 

supplied with the full list of media 

profiles including many third party 

ones. 

By selecting a media profile not 

only does the system ensures 

that the correct ICC profiles are 

applied but also the correct 

printer setting is used.

The system will automatically 

detect and apply any embedded 

profiles found. The user can set 

their own preferences for the 

input profiles and the rendering 

intents used. 



5- PRINTOPTIONS
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Finally select the quantity as well as 

the various marks that can be added 

to the prints before submitting the 

jobs to the print queue.

If the nesting option is selected then 

the system will automatically group 

all jobs with the same media profile 

for the best use of the currently 

loaded media.

When submitting jobs for print all 

images within the photo pack are 

processed and optimised for the 

output size.



PRINTER
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The built-in printer queue 

controls the complete 

production cycle and ensures 

that all incoming jobs are 

processed and printed correctly.

Jobs can be processed 

individually or nested together 

for the best use of the media.

Jobs printed successfully are 

then archived and can be 

resubmitted  by the user for 

additional printing if required.



JOB MANAGEMENT
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All incoming jobs are checked 

against  the current queue 

settings. Any mismatch found 

would cause them to be held until 

the right conditions are met.

There are various functions found 

here that can be used  to control 

selected jobs or queue behaviour. 

The queue can be scheduled to 

start and/or stop at certain times 

automatically .

System generate full logs of 

activity that can be examined.



JOB EDITING
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Jobs found in the print queue 

can be examined and edited by 

changing some of their 

parameters if required.

It is also possible to change 

their priority orders as well as 

hold or remove them from the 

queue.

Jobs justification with respect to 

the loaded media can also be 

changed here. 



NESTING

Nest groups are created 

automatically by the system for 

jobs with the same media type.

Nesting groups are dynamic 

and change as new incoming 

jobs arrive or printer parameters 

are changed.

Users can manually edit and 

override the nesting 

arrangements if required.

Various nesting parameters can 

be set by the user to control the 

nesting behaviour.
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PHOTO PACK EDITOR
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A powerful photo pack editor is 

included that allows the user to 

edit or add their own templates.

There are many tools within the 

editor that helps the user to 

easily and quickly create 

complex photo templates.

Photo cells can overlap each 

other and their Z order can be 

set by the user.

Special borderless templates 

can be constructed easily for 

edge to edge printing.



STATUS
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Live polling of information 

from the printer allows the 

system to inform as well as 

control the print production.

Vital data such as the media 

type and size is fed back to 

the print queue for media 

matching.

Remote commands for 

media calibration and printer 

maintenance can also be 

triggered from here.
